After urinary catheter removal

· Assess for voiding within six (6) hours of removal
· If patient spontaneously voids within six (6) hours of removal but <200ml, perform bladder scan and, if PVR is >200ml, initiate in and out catheterisation

· If patient spontaneously voids within six (6) hours of removal, but is INCONTINENT, perform bladder scan and, if PVR is >200ml, initiate in and out catheterisation
· If patient has not voided within six (6) hours of in and out catheterisation notify medical team
